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LITURGICAL MINISTER TASK DESCRIPTION
MINISTRY:
Lector

ACCOUNTABLE TO:
Lector Coordinator, Pastor

QUALIFICATIONS/SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:

· Any registered parishioner of Immaculate Conception parish is eligible.  However, a minimum level of oral communication skills is essential.  As such, a person seeking to be a lector must be interviewed and participate in an audition after which time the person would or would not be accepted as a lector.
· Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion must have completed a Protecting God’s Children workshop as presented by a trained representative of the Diocese of Joliet.
LENGTH OF COMMITMENT:
Lectors agree to minister for a period of three years, which can be extended.

TIME COMMITMENT:
One to two hours per Mass for which one is scheduled, which is primarily personal preparation time.  Though dependent on the number of lectors in the rotation, this is usually no more than once per month depending on the mass time desired.

RESPONSIBILITIES:
To proclaim the Scripture readings at Mass.

· To attend necessary training sessions and spiritual update sessions once per year or as indicated by the Pastor, Parish staff, Worship Commission and/or Lector Coordinator (such as – retreats, Liturgical Ministry day, Scripture study, etc.)
· To understand the different procedures required by Lector 1 and Lector 2 and be comfortable serving in either capacity.
· To devote time to prayerful preparation of the Scriptures. Suggest listening to reading of your assignment before proclaiming Scripture. 
· When approaching the Altar, please use the center aisle, bow, then turn left and walk in front of the Ambo. Once past, turn right and approach the Ambo from the left side.  When your duty is completed, reverse process to return to seat.  
· To monitor yourself and other lectors for improvement or deterioration of the basic skills of clarity, volume, and enthusiastic interpretation of Scripture.
· To use the scheduling system to request a substitute if you are not able to attend your assignment.

· To contact Priest at any Mass a Lector is attending and offer to serve if necessary.
· To be prepared to assist at ANY Mass if needed by Priest by being dressed appropriately and prepared to step in and do readings if necessary for that Mass. 
· As with all liturgical ministries, appropriate dress is expected for those who minister as Lector.
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
