Worship Commission Meeting Minutes – December 17, 2012
Attendance:  Fr. Scott McCawley, Steve Lisowski. Deacon Marcin, Gail Macko, Tom Kaiser, Mary Pat Vanderlaan, Jim Viola, Dave McCaffrey, George Loss, Peg Cello, Charlotte Blain, Tom Hanik, Joe Brosnon
Faith Sharing:  We read The Problem of Evil by Peter Kreeft.  In this Year of Faith, how can we better communicate about our beliefs in the midst of catastrophes?  Without faith, what is there?
Minutes from November – There was discussion about the Liturgy Planning Request sheet versus having a binder that documents the times of Masses;  numbers of liturgists, servers, etc. and description of their purposes as described in the minutes.  These are two very different processes.  We agreed that Gail would go back and document the number of Masses, the number of ministers, etc.  She will send to Tom K. to report back in January – She will collect data from Christmas 2011.
New business – Donna Campbell, Welcoming Committee, had asked if new parishioners’ who will bring up the gifts could be announced at beginning of Mass so that people could welcome them and know who they are.  Discussion:  We do not have a good process for getting volunteers for gifts, and concern expressed about the announcement and logistics. Other Parishes have new member Welcome Masses.  We get about 50 new families over the summer months according to Gail.  Jack Collins, an Intern from Catholic Theological Union has a project to get the Welcoming Program off the ground.  90 families were invited and only 18 came.  Tom Kaiser will send a note back to Donna that new members should volunteer for bringing up the gifts via the regular process and that we will not do an announcement.
Parish Council report- Jim reported that on February 18 at 7:00 All Leadership Night.
Protecting God’s Children Training – Only Lead Ushers and Mass Captains (is that correct?) need to take training.  Jim and George will communicate with people once Gail schedules a date.  She will include a link to other trainings at other Parishes if people have conflict with the scheduled date.  Jim V. needs the names of the Lead Ushers.

Music - Website – Steve said that World Library Publications music streaming will not happen till after Christmas.

Minister attendance/Tracking absentees:  Gail continues to be asked about no shows, and is not certain if the Coordinators are contacting the absentees.  We are OK for EMs.  Gail will mail to Tom K. the sign in sheets for the Lectors. Gail agreed to track the altar servers’ attendance until we get someone who can commit to be Coordinator.
EMs –Peg sent a note to EMs to ask that they be prepared and check in before Mass to see if they are needed to fill in – they should have practiced, etc.
New Minister training–The people who could benefit from training are not attending.  Still need to address the 1/3 of people who do not attend.  We had more discussion about how to inform them of the need for training and the consequences of not attending.

Year of Faith

1. Taize- Were about 30 people.  For next time, we should invite the children and teens since it is popular with the youth.  Discussion about the lighting – not able to dim lights.  Many good comments.  Parish should consider investing in easels to hold the Icons.  We agreed that it would be good to do another service during Lent.

2. Rosary/Holy Hour on December 12- About 30 people attended.  Comments were that it was very prayerful and good.  
3. Bulletin Inserts:  Did You Know…– Mary Pat distributed bulletin insert schedules and got assignees for writing.  These articles should be more “fun” and “interesting” to people.  

4. Discussion about what specific “prayer services” we will plan, or have planned.  Ideas included:  Liturgy of the Word Service; Lectio Divino; Use of the Office of Readings.  Steve agreed to follow up on this.  We scheduled Wednesday, January 30, 2013 at 7:00 PM for Evening Prayer.  For February and March, Stations of the Cross.  At January meeting, we need to figure out what we want to schedule for April.  Pew cards – Jim will check the Chapel and Tom K. will check the Church.
Christmas-There will be tables and volunteers at all the Masses for distribution of Rediscover Catholicism.

Lenten Preparation:

1. Parish Mission is March 3, 4, 5, 6. Gail will get ministers.  We need them to show up 30 minutes early.  Deacon Marcin will inform Gail about what is needed.  There will not be Penance Service at the Mission.
